Totterdown Pub Guide
by Clir Christopher Orlik

Does it herald a European style culture or 24 hour binge
drinking? In actual fact the Licensing Act 2005 results from

supermarket pressure to sell alcohol 24 hours a day. At the same

time, the new law also allows pubs to apply for longer opening
hours.

A pub must display a blue notice in large print for 28 days to
apply to vary its licence. But notices have either not been

displayed properly or no one notices them. Objections have to be

made to the licensing office within 28 days and the licensing
committee of the council hears all new applications. Only those
who object in writing can give their views at the public hearing.
Unless anyone objects, pubs more or less get what they want.

Now all four pubs in Totterdown, The Bush, The Shakespeare,
The Oxford and The New Found Out, have slightly different
opening hours. The Oxford has not yet applied for extended
hours. However they all have signed up to "no admittance or re
admittance after 11.00pm’ and none are allowed to have music
after 11.00pm from Sunday to Thursday. No drinking outside
after 10.00pm is allowed either.

Council policy clearly states that pubs in residential areas must
consider the effect of later opening hours but the three member
licensing committee seems to have ignored this. If you are

concerned about noise inside or outside one of the pubs, find out

the conditions of their licence by phoning 9142340 or emailing
Emma_lake@bristol-city.gov.uk and asking for a copy of the
licensing conditions for that pub. Once you have these you can
ascertain whether they are acting within the law.

Finally, beware TEN’s and lock-ins. A TEN is a ‘temporary event

notice’. Pubs can apply for up to 12 of these each year. This is
why The Oxford could open until midnight on the weekends
leading up to Christmas. And Lock-ins. Well that's a whole other
article...

Bristol Waterside
Arena by Tim Sterling

Although most local residents haven't yet been consulted, the
Bristol Waterside Arena (on the land between 3-lamps and
Temple Meads) is due to open in 2 or 3 years time. Plans are
probably quite advanced by now.

The 10,000 seat Arena will be a whopping 100 feet (30
metres) high and the scheme includes three 15 storey blocks
of flats, one 15 storey hotel and 500 parking spaces. 500 car
parking spaces will (obviously) not be enough for 10,000
visitors and they will not all come by train.

Park and Ride? Even if the park and ride is brilliant, a
significant number of folk will still try to park near the Arena
site. Do we want our streets full of illegally double-parked cars
(as happens near Ashton Gate when a match is on)?

Congestion? The main roads through Totterdown are already
full up. Thousands of extra cars trying to get to the Arena just
before an event starts will bring this side of the City to a
standstill.

Residents Parking Scheme? These cost serious money.
The developer / operator will be causing the problem and
MUST pay ALL costs. They really cannot expect us to cough
up £50 or £100 per car ... every year ... to park outside our
own houses.

Developers routinely contribute towards things like traffic
calming as a condition of planning permission. So the Arena is
not just something to object to ... it's a real opportunity to get
a brilliant Arena AND nice things like landscaping of open
spaces and improved pedestrian and cycle routes, etc.

Totterdown is due to be consulted in April. TRESA will be
included in this and you would be very welcome to join us. In
any event, please don't get overlooked.
