WALL WORTH IT! -

Residents on the Arnos Vale side of
Totterdown have brightened up a drab
piece of wall with a fantastic mural of
Totterdown. The wall, opposite the
park on School Road (pictured right)
was painted in dull, grey anti-graffiti
paint which added to the run-down
look of the area at the back of the
abandoned Texaco garage. But now
it's the focal point as you enter Upper
Totterdown. Sean Busby from Upper
Street organised the mural and raised
donations from local residents totalling
£300. Sean. who is a TRESA member.

Quite what type of business will be
allowed in the “workshops” is yet to be seen. The thought of yet more
traffic pouring into our street is worrying.
